NOW, THEREFORE, BE I'"ENACTED Dy The Queen’s Most Excellent
Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and House
of Representatives of Jamaica and by the authority of the same, as

PART 1. Preliminary

1. This Act may be cited as the Criminal Justice (Suppression of
Criminal Organizations) Act, 2014,
